· Two cases re: reinstatement

· Centro Sur York SL (a couple of youth teams)

· Ukraina (men’s team)

· Discipline
· List of particulars are in the package

· If a player/official/club is suspended with the TSA, how can we keep track that they are suspended elsewhere as well?

· The club is advised when a team/player/official is brought to discipline with us

· Discipline/suspension list needs to be checked prior to stamping any books to ensure that any suspended players are not playing
· If they do play and then get caught, it’s a more severe penalty
· DRC
· The OSA launched a meeting for all head referees

· Notice was sent out to all TSA clubs but no one registered from our district
· Registrar
· Toronto Futsal League has still not paid anything (120 players registered)
· They have already been scheduled for a discipline hearing

· If the office needs help stamping books, Sam is available to assist
· LMC
· Next to no complaints about the game officials in the indoor season
· Would like to continue running the TDISL next year if we can improve the conditions (can no longer lose money)

· 8 teams interested in the women’s cup so we’ll be hosting a cup on that day (June 12/13) – looking for board support on that date
· U11 boys division is a promotion year; divided the 19 teams into 2 groups (so they play each team in their group more than once)
· At the end of the season, the top 4 teams (total from both groups) get promoted

· Martha and Sal have control over CSL and CGSL referee assignments in our district

· Need to have a deadline for when teams could be certified through Credentials
· Don’t want to be handing out league schedules on May 1st and then having to take them back

· Promotion of U11 boys to CSL is not changing at all (7 of 19 teams currently being promoted)
· Promotion of U11 girls to CGSL now will only have top 4 of our teams moving up (as opposed to 7 teams before)

· Taking 7 teams guarantees the collapse of our U12 girls division

· We endorse it as a group (not just our CRLMC members), regardless of what the clubs think
· It’s important that reports from these OSA meetings are brought to the TSA board members so that everyone is on the same page

· John would like to call a vote on this (seconded by Joe) – unanimous
· Rexdale U14 team was enrolled in the CSL, the club withdrew the team, and now one of the team officials is asking to join the TDYSL

· LMC can accommodate this team without difficulty from a scheduling perspective

· A board decision because the club is not speaking to this particular team official

· The position of whether or not to put the team in will fall with the club (will speak with them to get more clarification)

· If the CSL has a vacancy/a team dropping out, they can (without asking for permission) call one of our teams up (U14 boys)
· Do we agree to a deadline that matches the CSL’s own deadline?
· President

· TSCO – Toronto Soccer Community Outreach – trying to have kids in the poverty areas to have access to the soccer community as a part of their own club
· Don’t have access to the higher quality that’s available to other clubs

· Trying to find a way for them to play together, get involved (playing, refereeing)

· Have affiliated for the outdoor season with Leaside SC

· There are house leagues in the community run by different groups (Salvation Army, etc) but want to give the very skilled kids an opportunity to play

· President’s meeting needs to be held

· Need to discuss the indoor league (no one responded to the letter Charles sent out, still owe money to MLSE)

· Schedule it potentially for a Saturday, more people may be available

· Need to find a way to address the decline in adult participation in our leagues – serious problem

· A lot of the men’s teams who used to play in the TSA have now gone to the TSSL (much cheaper registration fees)

· Devote a part of next board meeting to discuss what’s been happening with the adult leagues and where we can go with it
· Perhaps run an adult recreational division along with our current competitive ones

· Treasurer’s Report

· First positive turnaround in many years (discipline bad debt)

· Over 90-day receivables is down to $80,000 ($12,000 recall)

· Worked out extremely well

· For the first time we were able to give the OSA the $200,000 when they invoiced us
