· Only 6 clubs have paid, deadline is tomorrow
· 250 Rule – who hasn’t met it
· ACTION: If clubs don’t meet 250 by tomorrow’s deadline, remind them to register and then if not, they must meet with Credentials to discuss their options (i.e. affiliating with another club)
· ACTION: put together a working group to decide on a date for the deadline for the future & on how to move forward with this rule

· Not sure about running Cup this year
· LMC may take this on, have a rep from Toronto Central (along with Carolyn) attend in order to open this up to women as well
