OSA Report from OSA Board meeting

February 22-24, 2008

Quick Summary
Attached is a more detailed summary of decisions made at the meeting.

· Budget and Fee Structure were approved. CSA fee is $7. CSA chair gave passionate presentation committing to continuing Strategic Plan process and seeking more sponsors for CSA. Please note that members on contribute 45% of total revenue for CSA.  Still waiting for FIFA U20 refund on ticket package sales.
· Proposal 2008-016 Transfer of Team Position Status from Portugal 2004 Youth S.C. to Toronto Eagles S.C. was approved.
· SGM – OSA year end is now Dec 31, AGM may be in March? We do not need to change our AGM. Also, there is no longer a requirement for Districts to operate a league.
· TFC/OSA working on a development relationship. High performance program (‘academy’). Player would leave club to participate. No charge to players. 
· Use of vehicles for soccer related activities being examined by insurance carrier.
· Club excellence program- establishment of a set of standards reflective of coaching, governance, human resources, community development and fundraising. Consultant would assist to enhance organizational ability of club. Phase 2 in Fall

· First Sports International to supply integrated and automated information system. Will replace ITSportsNet. Start up in Fall 2008. Includes League management, referee scheduling, club management components.
· Development of Benefits of Membership piece.
· Discipline revisions approved.
· RTD 2008-001 - Playing Rules for Indoor Soccer.  Indoor rules for Soccer 11v11. Approved. To check: teams could have played outdoor rules with registrations from previous year.
· An issue was raised about one of the coaching instructors not behaving in a professional manner. Has TSA received any complaints?

· Canadian Soccer League – Memorandum of Understanding was approved. The league now has the ability to expand divisions as long as they are professional.
· SAAC – the committee examining this was disbanded. The rationale was that there was ‘no appetite’ for accommodation from the OSA Board. This issue is not resolved.

· Ontario Cerebral Palsy Association – City of Toronto will be running a soccer program for players with physical disabilities. TSA to help promote.

· RFD that requires teams to register in district in which they play was approved with an amendment.
