· Motion made by TSA to have CRLMC review the U12 promotion formula for girls was carried.

· CSA has some money in reserve fund but are requesting an increase in fees. TSA may have to budget to keep the $1 extra that was approved for this year for next year. Ont and Que SAs would not approve anything greater than a cost of living increase.
· How much does TSA still owe the OSA?
· TFC not a member of TSA.OSA to coordinate meeting with TFC and TSA.
· Referees- some districts have a paid referee convener that does all district leagues and a separate individual that holds the position of DRC. In some, it is one person that does all and is paid.

· New referee classification system coming on line.

· Development programs in other districts – some are expanding programs to include other age categories. Some are reducing their programs and delegating the responsibility for identification to club head coaches. Eg. Peel Halton, has a 55K budget for development,  but the clubs do all the identification. Some districts are not involved in development at all.

· Player contracts. Did not seem to be much support for this idea. 
· OSA Board retreat on Oct 18-19. Next board meeting Nov 7 and AGM Nov 8.

· LTDP – OSA approved in principle to begin with Active start and FUNdamentals. Richard Way presented to the board “Pyramid system is an elimination system and is a system of exclusion has marginalized sport in our society”. Philosophy that playing sport should be for life. More emphasis on being an athlete and having fun than being a competitive athlete.
· Volunteers that are paid honourariums over $500 must be reported to revenue Canada. Should be paid as part-time staff.

· Notify TSA Harassment officers of workshop at OSA AGM.

· FSI/AIMS – to go on-line next year. Superusers (DA, LAs) will be trained then they train the club administrators. Expect 0.5 day to train.
· Club Excellence program- 6 community development officers to be hired through Trillium grant soon. Program will rate clubs based on a set of criteria and give them Bronze, silver, gold or platinum standing.
· Technical Committee has prepared an Academy criteria paper (haven’t seen it yet, although it apparently was given to OSA board in Feb)
· Task Force on Governance recommended a review of OSA.
