OSA Board Meeting Report

Summary

· OSA AGM – For the first time in my memory, TSA was not in good standing at an OSA AGM due to unpaid fees and therefore we were unable to vote or to speak. The new OSA VP is Clive Wilkinson, two new Directors at large Naurice Baldwin and Bill Condy.
· The OSA Budget was approved as was the fee structure. The budget is for a $252,000 surplus which is about 3% of budget. The only fee increases are for cost of living and include $7 to CSA per player. The CSA fee is actually $6 but OSA is assuming that even though CSA is asking for a $5 increase to implement their Strategic Plan, only a $1 increase will be approved (maybe $2). This won’t be known until after the CSA meeting in Dec.

· TSA should be receiving a letter from the OSA regarding rights and options regarding the U12 Girls promotion.

· There will be only one Play Soccer event per district for next year. OSA will consult districts when applications from clubs are received. 

· OSA website has been restructured and will be launched shortly. It will be searchable and easier to navigate.

· The OSA has prepared a ‘Benefits of Membership’ paper which should be available for distribution very soon.

· SAAC’s request for associate membership was denied. The board has set up a committee to investigate ‘For Profit’ soccer entities. The committee is to report back at the March Board meeting.

· A mini-soccer referee course will be offered to 12 and 13 year olds.

· Because of the change to the fiscal year, the next OSA AGM will be April 17-19, 2009 in Ottawa.

· Next OSA board meeting will be March 6,7,8.
